Boiling Water Reactor Maintenance Training Course

On September 28, 2011, as a result of a full and open competition, a firm fixed price contract
(NRC-HQ-11-C-38-0093) was awarded to Westinghouse Electric Company of Cranberry
Township, Pennsylvania. The objective of this contract is to present a 5-day training course that
will provide NRC inspectors with the technical training necessary to satisfy program
requirements in several areas. The period of performance is from September 30, 2011, to
September 29, 2012, with three 1-year options. The total value of the contract is $932,800,
inclusive of all options.

Potassium lodide (KI) Tablets

On September 29, 2011, as a result of a competitive negotiated acquisition, a firm fixed unit
price requirements contract (NRC-HQ-11-C-07-0096) was awarded to Anbex, Inc. of
Williamsburg, Virginia. This contract will provide for the purchase of Kl tablets. The period of
performance is from September 30, 2011, to October 15, 2012, with no option periods. The
total value of the contract is $960,613.

High Density Polyethylene (HDPE) Piping Integrity Analysis and Support

On September 30, 2011, as a result of a competitive General Services Administration (GSA)
